THE TRAINING “CRITICAL CARE AND
ADVANCED MECHANICAL VENTILATION
DURING PANDEMICS” WAS USEFUL

The training “Critical Care and Advanced
Mechanical Ventilation during Pandemics”,
which | attended together with one of
our nurses, was very useful for us. This
training was organized as part of the Save
the Children’s healthcare project “Intensive
Care Management of COVID-19, Advanced
Technology and Methodology of Artificial
Breathing” in 2022. Doctors and practitioners
from the health facilities of Ulaanbaatar
Municipality were also involved in the training.

For me and our nurse, the training was very
useful in terms of acquiring skills to cope with
the pandemic crisis by learning more about
advanced modes of mechanical ventilation. It

was a significant contribution to my personal
and professional development. It enabled
us to improve the quality of health care, set
standards and implement new guidelines and
instructions in an updated form.

The pressure on our ICU increased from
wave to wave during the pandemic. We had
to refill our oxygen balloons from UB, 45
kilometers away, and transport them to our
soum. Instead, a medical oxygen plant was
implemented in Tuv province which allowed
us to provide medical oxygen directly from
a wall socket. The oxygen ecosystem now
directly supplies our ICU as well as other

departments of our hospital.

| am now certified to facilitate training on
“Clinical Management and Oxygen Therapy
for COVID-19 cases at Primary Level Health
Care Settings” after attending the training
organized as part of the project “Technical
Assistance to Strengthen the Covid-19
Response in Mongolia under Meeting Targets
and Maintaining Epidemic Control (EpiC)". This
project has been implemented by Save the
Children, funded by the United States Agency
for International Development (USAID) and
administered by FHI 360 (Family Health
International) since January 2022.

The benefit | got from the training was not only
limited to new professionalskills;italso sparked
ideas and insights that | can use in my work.
Another important thing that | appreciated
was the that participants were provided with
handbooks used in international practice.
Operational guidelines and instructions were
developed as an integral part of our hospital’s
internal bylaw. | developed the regulation
for our hospital together with my colleagues,
and the operating procedure for a mechanical

ventilator is attached to this internal bylaw.

| will provide further training to other soum
doctors on the proper use of the oxygen
cylinder, as they lack the skills and knowledge
for oxygen therapy, triage of the patient,
charging and safely transporting the oxygen
cylinder.

In my opinion, training doctors from the aimag
central hospitals was the right approach,
enabling them to disseminate new knowledge
and skills to soums. The trained doctors
themselves need to reflect and improve on
what they have acquired in order to effectively
pass it on to others.

Doctors serving the soum communities
get their advice and instruction from me in
the form of telemedicine or face-to-face
meetings. Doctors who work in soums mostly
get advice and support from their central
provincial hospitals rather than doctors or
other practitioners at the university of medical
science or capital city central hospitals.

The Central Hospital of our province receives
nurses and doctors from soums for five day
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sessions in our intensive care unit. Depending
on their interest and needs, we assign the
visiting doctors and nurses to, for example,
the departments of surgery, obstetrics and
gynecology and anesthesiology. We can
receive practitioners from 2-3 soums per
session.

In addition, in 2010, | became a certified
trainer in critical care rescue under a health
project funded by the Asian Development
Bank and organized a workshop for the
doctors and nurses of other soums.

| graduated from the University of Science
and Technology as a medical equipment
engineer and have been working for Bayan-
Ulgii Aimag Central Hospital for three years.
There are 2 engineers and 3 technicians in
our hospital. There are five of us working
as a team and we are responsible for the
operation of all equipment and oxygen
production. Although the number of devices
per engineer should be one hundred, our
one engineer is now responsible for more
than five hundred devices, as we have a total
of 1,500. The uniqueness of this series of
workshops was the quality of the teaching on
theory and practice. The consultants from the
co-organizer Assist International generously
shared their experience in terms of inspection,
minor damage repair and configuration setup.
The consultants stressed the importance
of checking equipment at regular intervals.
Similar training or workshops need to be
offered to medical equipment technicians, as
this equipment is always on the cutting edge
of technology and the types of equipment
needed frequently change. Therefore, these
types of workshops and coaching sessions
need to reach as many engineers as possible.

Although graduates in medical engineering
do not earn very much in provincial areas,
they do want to return home if they can
be employed there. Because of budgetary
constraints, few new engineer positions are
being created. Some aimags have engineers
and technicians in their local health facilities,
but in Bayan-Ulgii, there is no such unit in the
health center, and therefore we at the Central
Hospital are responsible for repairing all the
medical equipment.

We also receive and repair the medical
equipment from the soums and provide
consultation to the soum hospitals. | have
heard that the Aimag health center is planning
to hire an engineer next year.

| supervise the interns in our hospital. | also
train, supervise, and advise our doctors
and nurses, as they are the end users of all
this equipment. A set of tools is essential.
Therefore, in this series of capacity building
workshops, we learned how to use multimedia
tools. When we are equipped with such
essential tools, we can optimize the old tools
and adjust the settings of the devices properly.
So far, not all hospitals have such equipment
but we hope it will be made available in the
near future. The engineers who participated
in the capacity building workshop series
for medical equipment engineers were
very satisfied with the set of tools. They're
mechanical and for daily use and will be useful
because the provision of tools by the hospital
is not good and often we even have to buy
the most basic tools. We are sure that we'll
be able to use these tools for 3 to 5 years
and can share them because we work in one
room. We were also given certificates from
this workshop series.

Respiratory support devices, oxygen
cylinders, tools and supplies were distributed
to several hospitals. What was the need for
equipment at hospitals?

The health sector is regularly supplied with
essential equipment. Nevertheless, we had a
shortage of respiratory support equipment.
Prior to the proliferation of COVID-19,
there was no shortage of respiratory support
devices. Due to the strong wave of COVID-19,
we received an enormous number of patients
who had respiratory failure and we realized
we couldn’t really provide enough oxygen to
treat critical care patients. Right at that time,
we were provided with essential equipment
by the project. In addition, our doctors,
nurses and biomedical engineers were trained
and advised on how to operate, maintain,
check and repair the equipment. An oxygen
ecosystem was also set up for direct supply to
wall outlets in aimag central hospitals.
Although the government provided similar
medical oxygen plant, it was not possible for
government to meet the needs of all hospitals
at the same level in such a short time. With
the support of this project, we were able to
achieve equitable levels of oxygen supply.
The project was also far-sighted as it has left a
long-lasting impact. It laid the foundation for
a sustainable and reliable mechanism in the
health sector, contributing safe equipment as
well as coaching in maintenance and service.
We are now prepared, both in terms of
equipment and personnel, for an emergency
situation such as COVID-19, flu-like and flu
symptoms. Our doctors, nurses and engineers
are well-trained and educated to use, maintain
and repair the equipment, so we will be able
to put it to good use into the future.

Several other trainings have been organized
as part of this project. Why is training
necessary for biomedical engineers?
Teamwork is very beneficial. Previously,
engineers were trained separately by region.
But in this case, the doctors, nurses and
engineers from all provinces were able to
learn from each other and master the same
level of content and competence.

Our country is not sustainable in terms of its
human resources. There is a high turnover in
allindustries, including health care. There is no
assurance that the people who participated
in this workshop will not leave their jobs,
although the ministry is introducing procedural
regulations to reduce the rate of turnover. So
it's important that the skills acquired by senior
participants be updated and passed on to
newly hired younger participants.

Intensive care doctors from provinces and
districts were trained as trainers under the
project. Additionally, all nurses and doctors
from all soums have been trained to handle
the clinical triage of the pandemic and
provide rapid first aid. We would like to ask
you to share with us how effective these
trainings have been.

Attending training organized by foreign
experts that develops national trainers is a
real advantage for us. National trainers are key
as they know the weaknesses and strengths
of their communities and are able to put into
practice and localize the skills learned from
the experts. The Ministry of Health prefers to
prepare national trainers on an ongoing basis
at all levels because of the high turnover that
| mentioned earlier.

Traditionally, it was thought that a trainer or
expert from the central hospitals should train
others. However, soums also benefit from
having their own trainers.

As recommended by the Ministry of Health,
800 oxygen cylinders and related supplies
were donated to 330 soum hospitals. Can
you please explain more about the process
by which you or the Ministry selected these
soum hospitals?

Sure. The donations were to go to the places
with the highest need. We based this on
the supply data that came out of our needs
assessment. We checked with the central
hospitals in all provinces to find out whether
all 330 soum hospitals had oxygen cylinders.
We then checked the situation by phone
with several soum hospitals. Soums are
classified into A, B and C by population. We
allocated more oxygen cylinders and supplies
to category A because soum hospitals in
category A perform surgeries and first aid.
Each soum was assigned four cylinders, with
2 cylinders to be used as the main oxygen
source and the remaining 2 for mobile service.
A major advantage of our health system is
its centralized structure, i.e.,, the Ministry
of Health, the referring centers, the health
divisions and central hospitals of provinces
and the primary healthcare facilities of soums
all work closely together. This centralized
mechanism enables us to collect information
at the primary level of health care to promote
the work. It is my pleasure to confirm that the
cylinders and attachments are on their way to
the targets we selected together and some
targets have already received and used the
cylinders.

- Would you like to share your thoughts on
the training outcomes?

- On August 8-10, 2022, | attended training
on “Clinical care management and oxygen
therapy in the primary healthcare system
for cases of COVID-19 infection” in Erdenet
city. A total of 32 doctors and nurses from 16
soums of the province of Bulgan gathered to
improve their knowledge and abilities. During
the escalating spread of the COVID-19
pandemic, it was particularly important
for intensive care and emergency medical
specialists to receive comprehensive training
that integrated theory and practice. | thought
‘if only this training had been conducted two
years ago.

Needs-based training, rich in content was
required. For instance, operating an oxygen
cylinder needs skill. All hospital personnel
must be well informed. We have the advantage
of learning independently and becoming
trainers in our community, which allows us to
instruct other medical professionals. In other
words, the training was timely and provided
an excellent course that will prove useful
not only for newly emerging and reemerging
infectious diseases, but also in emergencies.

- What challenges did your hospital face in its
fight against the COVID-19 pandemic?

- There were numerous difficulties. Although
we were as well-prepared as possible, we
needed more personnel and equipment.
Out of 262 infected cases, 140 cases were
hospitalized, while the remaining cases
were treated at home. More than 10 of
the 140 hospitalized patients were severe
or very severe. We had a serious lack of
oxygen supplies and equipment in the past.
Fortunately, as a result of the prompt provision
of primary care to the extent of our available
resources as well as ongoing treatment of
patients in central and provincial hospitals
when necessary, there were no deaths. On
the other hand, the surveillance in our soum

was excellent. Now the fifth COVID-19 wave
has commenced, and the fact that patients
exhibit the same symptoms as influenza and
flu-like illnesses complicates matters. Oxygen
cylinders are essential equipment. We had no
success using oxygen concentrators to treat
patients with respiratory failure. Over the
past two years the efficacy of 100% oxygen
cylinder therapy has been demonstrated, and
we have now acquired two to three cylinders.
However, we weren't able to install the
accompanying blood pressure stabilizers. We
can't predict how the pandemic will spread,
but as primary healthcare facilities will decide
whether a patient’s condition will become
worse or die, it is crucial that the necessary
equipment is on hand.

- What challenges did you encounter while
transporting COVID-19-infected patients to
advanced hospitals?

- More than ten of our patients were
severe or worse. One patient’s condition
was so complex that the person had to be
transferred, while the remaining patients
were treated in our local healthcare facility.
There are a number of challenges with
transporting patients. In addition to the high
risk of having our health practitioners being
infected, oxygen must be available inside the
vehicle, but as it's impossible to plug in an
oxygen concentrator to a car and no oxygen
cylinders were available, there was a risk that
the patient’s condition would worsen. As the
province has instructed against transporting
heavy individuals without oxygen, and local
arrangements are being prioritized.

- How would you specify the peculiarities of
your community and healthcare facility?

- Bugat soum is geographically elevated. It has
three administrative units and a population
over 2,300. The local team works remotely,
as far as 200 kilometers from the soum’s
center. The road is extremely rough and
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bumpy, making it challenging to commute to
the patients. Our soum healthcare facility was
established in 1954. It employs 18 individuals,
including one senior physician, two junior
physicians, one midwife, five nurses, and
service staff. Physicians and nurses are
scarce in rural areas, and although we have
21 vacancies approved, we have been short
of physicians and nurses for the last three
years and access to medical care is drastically
diminished. Rural physicians work under
often overwhelming conditions. Emergency

services are always in demand in extreme
weather, and in addition, the workload is
compounded by doctors themselves having to
conduct research, provide medical care, and
manage and organize their work because only
one doctor is on hand. People also complain
about the slow delivery of care. Consequently,
it is essential that policies associated with
developing and maintaining human resources
are improved.

Dornod is the largest aimag in the eastern
region of Mongolia with a population of
85,000. The aimag center is located 636 km
away from Ulaanbaatar and is connected to
the capital city by paved roads. The Eastern
Regional Diagnostic and Treatment Center,
located in Choibalsan, Dornod aimag, was
established 95 years ago. The Center is
responsible for providing basic and specialized
regular and emergency health services for
more than 140,000 people living in Dornod
and Sukhbaatar aimag centers, as well as all
their soums, including Dadal, Bayan-Ovoo,
Batnorov, Norovlin, Berkh and Bayan-Adarga
soums of Khentii aimag. It is also responsible
for improving the knowledge and skills of
doctors in regional hospitals, providing them
with professional and methodological advice,
and conducting medical research. Today, the
center has 8 clinics, 22 departments, 500
staff, and 104 doctors, and the capacity to
receive 336 patients at a time.

As a result of the training, we learnt

how to use our ventilators, and with the
help of these ventilators, more than 100
lives were saved during the Covid-19
pandemic. Moreover, the device provided
artificial respiration to critically ill and
unconscious patients being transported
to Ulaanbaatar, more than 600 km away
from Dornod aimag.

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The first case of Covid-19 was confirmed in
April 2021 in Dornod aimag, after which the
Dornod Regional Diagnostic and Treatment
Center received five donated ventilators.
This German-produced device had many
advantages, in particular it was compact,
lightweight, durable and reliable. It could
be also used to transport patients without
requiring additional power. The center’s two
engineering staff contacted the US suppliers
online for advice and adjusted the ventilators
to make them locally operational. During
the pandemic, training was organized at the
center in Dornod on October 2-4, 2021,
within the framework of the “Meeting Targets
and Maintaining Epidemic Control (EpiC)”
project. Doctors and nurses from provincial
hospitals of the four eastern aimags, including
Dornod, Khentii, Sukhbaatar and Govisumber
attended the “Training of Trainers (ToT) course
on Emergency Critical Care and COVID-19
Adult Case Management”.

Training on the use of ventilators was a
combination of theory and practice, providing
comprehensive explanations and practical
use of the devices. The LTV2 2200 ventilator
provided by Vyaire Medical proved to be user-
friendly for doctors and nurses.

This example from Dornod Aimag
demonstrates how timely, necessary and
life-saving the 50 ventilators donated by the
USAID have been to the treatment of patients
in Mongolia.

DOCTORS AND NURSES INVOLVED IN THE TRAINING

Funded by the United States Agency for
International Development (USAID), Save the
Children implements the project “Meeting
Targets and Maintaining Epidemic Control
(EpiC)” in Arkhangai, Bayankhongor, Darkhan-
Uul, Dornod, Dornogovi, Uvurkhangai,
Govisumber, Khentii, Selenge, Orkhon and
Zavkhan aimags in partnership with FHI
360 (Family Health International). Within
the project, doctors and nurses have been
effectively trained in advanced techniques
and methods of intensive care and artificial
ventilation that could be applied during the

pandemic. In 2021-2022, 114 doctors and
specialists from 21 provincial and 9 district’s
general hospitals participated in the training
that aimed to improve the capacity of doctors
and medical staff providing health services
during the pandemic in aimag and district
general hospitals and soum health centers,
to provide technical assistance to strengthen
the use of ventilators and oxygen ecosystems,
and to increase the knowledge and skills
of medical staff to provide life-saving care
for patients confirmed with the Covid-19
infection.
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
